INNER CIRCLES

Inner Circles are unique in that they have 5
Different Levels within each award: Copper,
Bronze, Silver, Gold, and Diamond. This provides
an entry level to the award as well as an
opportunity for the hunter to pursue higher
degrees of difficulty.

Often Cumulative Awards will require a certain
type and level of Inner Circle in their list of
requirements.

MILESTONES

Milestone Awards are designed to have varying
levels of difficulty from award to award, with
some being accessible to the average
international hunter and some being extended
lists which require years to pursue. Some
milestones are based on continent (i.e., African
29 and European 25), and some on collecting
sub-species (i.e., Wild Turkey of the World), and
still others on unique characteristics (i.e.,
Dangerous Game of Africa or Tiny Ten).
Requirements for milestones often overlap, and
sometimes feed into, requirements for Inner
Circles and other awards.

Members have the choice when buying a
milestone plaque of choosing a stand-alone
plaque (the first picture above with the green
background) or a 16 Plate Plaque, which can fit
up to sixteen milestones on it. The second pictures
depicts the 16 plate with an economy bronze.



CUMULATIVE AWARDS

Cumulative Awards are some of the highest-level and
most difficult to achieve, as they consider the number of
Milestones and Inner Circles one has achieved. Once
achieving the Pinnacle, one can progress upward to
reach their desired Cumulative Award. The SClI World
Conservation and Hunting Award (affectionately
referred to as “The Yak”) is the highest award a member
can receive in the World Hunting Awards program, with
less than 70 SCl members achieving it to date.
